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LAMBING WORKSHOP

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A one day, practical, hands-on workshop.
1.  Preparation for lambing time
Trainees will learn about the importance of preparation for lambing time.  The module will include discussion of pros and cons of housing for laming, nutrition and body condition scoring.  Clostridial diseases and their prevention through vaccination will be described.  Trainees will learn what equipment is necessary in preparation for laming time.

By the end of the workshop you will be able to:

· Adequately prepare themselves and their flock for lambing time

· Understand the importance of good nutritional management

· Understand the importance of prevention of clostridial diseases using vaccination
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2.  Obstetrics

Trainees will be taught the normal process of parturition in ewes and lean when it is appropriate to intervene.  The most common mal-presentations will be described along with the methods of correction.  Trainees will learn when it is appropriate to seek veterinary advice.  A lambing simulator is used.
By the end of the module you will be able to:

· Understand the normal parturition process

· Know then it is appropriate to intervene in parturition and when to get veterinary advice

3.  Perinatal Problems

Trainees will be taught the causes, treatment and prevention of common peri-natal problems of sheep and lambs.  Ewe problems covered will include; pregnancy toxaemia, vaginal prolapse, uterine prolapse, vaginal rupture, mastitis.  Lamb problems covered will include; hypothermia, watery mouth, diarrhoea, naval ill, joint ill, septicaemia, orf.

By the end of the module you will be able to:

· Recognise the common peri-natal problems in sheep and lambs and know the appropriate treatments for each condition

· Describe the preventative strategies for each of the common peri-natal conditions

4. Ovine Abortion

Trainees will learn the common causes of ovine abortion, the economic significance of ovine abortion and the means of preventing/reducing abortion in sheep (including use of vaccination).  Trainees will learn the importance of thorough investigation of abortion.  The potential for zoonoses will be emphasised.

By the end of the module you will be able to:

· Describe the common causes of ovine abortion

· Describe the methods for investigation and reducing the incidence of abortion
